MOYA tracked the pace into the stretch, eased out and closed with a mild response while being edged for the place and
show. BRINDLE BUG rated in striking position off the pace, saved ground around the far turn and lacked a late response. ELECTRIC SKY outrun early,
raced three wide on the far turn and failed to menace while improving her position. AMBLING reserved off the pace, raced three wide on the far turn and
gave way. ELSIE JAY allowed to settle, steadied in behind C MY DESTINY soon after entering the far turn, swung out for the stretch run and failed to
threaten. AWAY AWAY taken in hand after being steadied in the early going, steadied again entering the far turn and was not a factor. TREASURE CHEST
was outrun. C MY DESTINY stalked the pace along the rail, then was checked entering the far turn and faltered. GOLD QUEST set the pace along the rail
into the far turn and faded.
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
